By the time this article is published voting will have taken place to elect mewibers
Wraysbury Parish Council.For many years the Council has often been
undersubscribed and places haw o be filled by cepption. The last time an
elect on actually took place was back i
election is awaited with some interest.

Meanwhile we are continuing to work hard to bring a surgery back to Wraysbury ir
line with the commitment made in 2006 by the Datchet Hetactice (DHP). Some
two years ago a suitable site in the village on which a surgery could be built wa
brought to the attention of the DHP and about six months later Councillor Lentor
informed theDHP of another suitable sitenfortunately neither ofese options was
pursued by the DHP. The DHP were also offered rental accommodation in Wraysbu
Village Hall which they declined and the PCT maintained that there were no suitabl
sitesin Wraysbury for a surgengubsequently although members of the R@d the
Practice Manager of the DHP visited the two sites, the PCT now tell us that there a
no funds available to build a surgery despite this being a condition of the contrac
between the DR and the PCT.

Nevertheless, with the assistance of WraysbBrochial Charities, we have
produced an outline plan for a modest development, including a surgery, on one of tl
identified sites. Preliminary consultations have been held with the planners of th
Royal Borough and they are supportive. We have also disclissions with a
developer as a result of which we believe the scheme to be viable. However before \
can make a full public announcement or make a formal offer there are still som
obstacles to be overcome but we have good reasons to believe thesmatmtable.

The problem of flooding comiues to be a high priorityie are represented on the
Parishes Flood Liaison Group and the RBWM Flood Forum both of which meef
regularly b consi@r flooding mattersWe have developed a Parish Council Flood
Plan to operate in conjunction with that of the Royal Borough and using the templat
devised by that authorityn March we took part in the final community day of the
week long Exercise Watermkawhich enabled us to test ourapl against various
scenariosThe whole day was very useful and we came away with a num/eeasf

for improving our planOf particular interest was the presence of Richard Benyon,
M.P. who is Parliamentary Under Secrgtaf State at DEFRA who told us, in
response to questions on insurance, that he was due to meet the Association of Brit
Insurers to discuss the continuance of insurance cover in areas liable to flood.

We have also responded to a consultation exeregarding proposed changes to the
Grantin-aid system for flood prevention projects and sustainability issues. Thest
changes are especially important as, in the future, funding for flood preventiol
projects will come from three source€entral Governmdnn the form of Granin-

aid, the Regional Flood and Coastal Committees and local sources. The more fun
that can be raised locally, the more likely it is that an individual project will be
approved. The Lower Thames Strategy is currently under contsitead a high level

in DEFRA.

Some three months after the introduction of the traffic calming measures in the cent
of the village, the effect of the scheme was evaluated. This showed a reduction
speed through the village. The build out at Hythe Easl also slowed traffic down as

it turns into Feathers Lane. There has been some criticism of the speed cushi
outside Bennett's and we have been in touch highways offibexst this.However

to reduce the height the cost to the parish would be about £2,500 of which £1,5(
would arise from the legal costs incurred in amending the traffic order. Some
residents of Station Road have complained about traffic speeding tigraerges
from the 20mph zoneéWe asked the Royal Borough to undertake a survey which
supported this view. We have therefore asked that Station Road is included on the |
of roads where a Speed Indicator Device is placed at regular intervals.

be involved,be satisfied that adequate funding was in place and have the capacity
do it. To date we have only expressed interest aisddties not imply commitment.
We are also exaining the Localism Bill to see what impactighwill have onus.
Currently we have a sudommittee looking at the matter which will report in due
course.

We strongly supported the expansion of the Wraysbury Primary School which will
enable the school to offer single year classes which we belieibenlieneficial to
the education of the pupils and are pleased that this expansion will now go ahead.

We are concerned that access to the lakes which residents have enjoyed for me
years has been closed off by the owners. The Parish Council is verytbgppyide
assistance to those residents seeking to establish the footpaths used foeansag y
Public Rights of WayWe are also concerned at the acts of vandalism taking place
around the lakes and will be seeking an early meeting with Cemex toaasdeet
system of bailiffs can be introduced.

HAY FEVER IS HERE AG AIN!

Hay fever ocurs when the body produces an allergic response-tmaie pollen. It

is therefore most troublesome in the spring and early summer. Some people can re
to fungal spores in the autumn. Symptoms include an intermittent blocked and runr
nose, an itchysore throat and nasal passages, runny, inflamed and itchy eyes, exce
sive snheezing and sometimes an asthmatic wheeze and cough. Most people su
from hay fever experience only minor symptoms.

Some people however are highly allergic and their symptam$e severe enough to
interfere with their life and ability to work and sleep. Symptoms can vary from day to
day, depending on the pollen count. Oral antihistamines are usually effective i
treating hay fever. They wopprse. Thgre areead u
variety of antihistamines to choose from in liquid and tablet form, and many are
suitable for children. The modernibystamine preparations usually only need to be
taken once a day and they tend not to cause the side effect of desatkiatthe old
fashioned, but often effective, Chlophenyramine (Piriton) often caused drowsiness.

It is worth trying different types to find the one that suits you the best, as differen
people seem to respond to them differently. An alternative meathackating hay
fever is to use nasal sprays and eye drops. Again, there are a variety of preparatic
and it is worth experimenting. Some people with more troublesome symptoms use ¢
three treatments at once. Your local pharmacist will be able to efféceaabout the
treatments for hay fever, as they are all available over the counter.
